What? - Another Winchi

Here are two shorf noéounta of a aaﬁ'ﬁngifainggl

Binks and Snooks ‘turn up at the sitc on a midweek morning when only
the C.F.I. is present, . They want some circuits, The CFI docs a DI
on the Cadot while B & S start the self-mobile wineh.

The French Ford winches uscd at Samaden
last Summer showed the inerecase in launching rate obtainable with a
dual cable winch, although those were not sclf-mobile, Given help
from our members the scheme is rcalisable.

QUTLINE: Thc winch should be built into a suitable truck driven
by an enginc capable of supplying sufficient powor for launching
